The three fears that most often prevent children and young people from leaving
occupied territories are the fear of mobilization, the fear of being left without
documents, and the fear of losing their home.

For years, Russia has deliberately fueled these myths to keep people under its
control. But the truth is different: leaving is possible, and after returning, people are
not left alone to face these challenges.

Within the framework of the President of Ukraine’s initiative Bring Kids Back UA, and
in cooperation with partners, children and young people can receive:

+ assistance with evacuation;

In this carousel, we debunk the most common myths about leaving temporarily
occupied territories and explain where to find verified help.

If you are only planning to leave, reach out. Within the Bring Kids Back UA initiative,
partners help people evacuate free of charge, confidentially, and with full support —
even without documents. A safe route is arranged individually for each person.

If you are not ready to enroll immediately, preparatory programs are available,
including a “zero course” designed to help strengthen knowledge of Ukrainian
studies subjects, adapt, and prepare for education step by step.

You do not have to go through admission or studies alone — support is available at
every stage.
